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CHAPTER 1 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 

1.1. Introduction – Project and Public purpose 

Ayanikkadu Koyambrathu Kandikadavu bridge is one of the 

major infrastructure development in Ulleri, Naduvannoor villages 

of Koyilandi Taluk of Kozhikodu district. The project is a bridge 

over river connecting Ulliyeri Panchayath to Ayanikkadu thuruth. 

Ayanikkad Thuruth is one of the very less populated area 

surrounded by river in three sides. The nine residence of the 

thuruth now depending un maned private boat for crossing the 

river. Other means of reaching them to main land is a food path 

reaching at Mannathukadavu. Apart from these nine families 

there are 30-35 title holders who has land in Thuruth area. The 

direct and present public importance of the project in compared 

to the cost and number of beneficiary population is very 

minimum. But considering the long term benefit like utilization of 

very fertile and environment friendly area of Ayanikkadu 

Thuruththe project may have its public importance. Moreover, if 

road developed the distance between Mannampadi to Ulliyeri may 

reduce by ten Kilometre. People in the area is not much 

enthusiastic about the project except nine inhabitants of 

Ayanikkadu Thuruth and title holders who have land in the 

thuruth. Due to its non-access the Thuruth has been a safe place 

to anti-social elements like drug peddlers etc. The project may 

help to reach enforcement officials in the area easily.  

1.2 Location 

 

Both sides of Ayanikkadu Koyambrathu kandikadavu bridge 

having an area of  0.1205 Hectare is the project area. The 

purpose of the acquisition of the project area is to construct the 

bridge and retaining wall.  The area is agricultural land except 

the area in Ayanikkadu Thuruth. The area belongs to four title 

holders. The area in Ulliyeri Panchayath has Panchayath road 

access, but the area in Ayanikkadu has no road access. 

Commercial crops like coconut is the major crop in the area. 

 



 

1.3 Size and Attributes of Land Acquisition  

 

(A) Land Acquisition Authority  

The Special Tahsildar(LA) General, Mini Civil Station Koyilandi 

office prepares the acquisition details including land sketch and 

extent of acquisition etc. Boundary stones were laid for proposed 

acquisition lands. The Deputy Collector (LA), Kozhikkod is the 

supervising authority of the whole acquisition process.  

(B)  Socio Economic and Cultural Profile 

The land of six title holders is being acquired for the project. The 

title holders are residing outside of the project area except one.  

All are economically well and having non-agricultural income. All 

are Hindus and highly educated.  

 

(C) Details of the acquiring land 

Project land spreads in two villages ie Ulliyeri and Naduvannoor. 

Out of it Ulliyeri area is having all seasonal road access but the 

Ayanikkadu thuruth area is not having road facilities. Private 

boats ae the major transportation facility to nine inhabitants of 

the area. The area was famous in history, that in the time of 

Samoothiri the Ayanikkaduthuruth was the military base of the 

kingdom and was protected strategically. The project land is ten 

kilometre from Ulliyeri junction in Kozhikodu – Perambra state 

high way and two kilometre from Koyilandi – Ulliyeri PWD road. 

The Koyilandi town is just twelve kilometre from the area. The 

nearest airport is Kozhikodu and Railway station is Koyilandi. 

The area is residential cum agriculture. The density of population 

in Ulliyeri Panchayath is above state average but in 

Ayanikkaduthuruth is below the state average. Regarding the 

social indicators, the area is performed well. Agriculture is the 

major occupation followed by services both in government and 

private.  

 

 



1.4. Background of the project, including developers 

background and governance/ management structure. 

(A) Requisition Authority –Kerala Public Works Department 
(Bridges Division) 

 
Public Works Department in the State of Travancore (which later 
formed the major part of Kerala State following the reorganization 
of states in 1956) made its beginning in the year 1823 with the 
formation of the Maramath Department as a branch of the Huzur 
Cutcherry (Government Secretariat) with an executive branch 
known as the Panivakai Maramath. The Administration Report of 
the department for the year 1873-74 states that "the new roads of 
which very nearly 1000 miles have been either completely opened 
or are in various stages of progress have tapped an enormous 
tract of the country hitherto almost inaccessible, giving fresh 
impetus to agriculture". 

  
The PWD Code was introduced in 1901. The department was 
periodically reorganized and in 1935-36, the administrative staff 
under the Chief Engineer consisted of 7 Executive Engineers in 
charge of divisions, 8 Assistant Engineers and 8 Sub-Engineers 
in charge of sub-divisions and Supervisors and Overseers in 
charge of sections. Over the years the department has grown 
substantially and now has 5 Chief Engineers, 20 Superintending 
Engineers, 76 Executive Engineers, 639 Assistant Engineers and 
other supporting staff. The length of roads under the department 
at present is 33,593 km.  

Bridges wing is formed exclusively for the construction and 

maintenance of various types of bridges under Kerala PWD on 

27.03.2018 as a part of the initiative “Puthiyakalam 

Puthiyanirmanam”. This wing is formed based on the Road and 

Bridge Maintenance Policy of the Government. This wing is 

headed by a Chief Engineer (Bridges) with supporting staff. This 

wing is having its headquarters at Thiruvananthapuram with two 

circle offices seven division offices fourteen subdivisions and 

forty section offices.  

A total number of 2768 bridges are being maintained by PWD 

Bridges Wing, Kerala out of which 427 bridges are in State 



Highways and 1938 are in Major District Roads/ Other District 

Roads.

(C)Study Approach 

The land which proposed to be acquired for the project is 0.1205 

hectares.  Stake holder analysis was conducted and find out key 

stake holders and their interest and involvement in the proposed 

acquisition process. After the secondary data collection Social 

Impact Assessment Unit developed a questionnaire for social 

survey and visited all Title Holders and collected opinion. Apart 

from this SIA team has conducted discussion and consultation 

with Local Body Representatives and local public and recorded 

their suggestions and opinion. Special Case studies were prepared 

for selected cases. The study also used transit walk and 

observation visit to crosscheck the suggestions and grievance 

which were recorded.

The notification was published 

in two Malayalam News Papers Janayugam and Kerala Koumudi. 

A notice has been served directly for informing about the public 

hearing. In continuation of this contacted all project affected title 



holders through phone calls and SMS.  The copy of notice was 

served to Panchayath Office, Ward Member, Village Office, 

Deputy Collector (LA) and Special Tahsildar LA, office Koyilandi. 

Adequate copies of the SIA draft report and summaries were 

made available on the day of the public hearing. The major 

highlights of the study were presented in local language by 

Chairman, SIA Unit.

1.7. Entire area of impact under the influence of the project. 

The Koyambrathukandi Kadavu bridge project will connect two 

Panchayths which are in the banks of Raman puzha. The 

Ayanikkaduthuruth, which belongs to Naduvannur 

GramaPanchayath is a marshy area having very few houses. The 

fifty-five acre Ayanikkaduthuruth is not having any development. 

this abanded nature supported anti-social activities in the area. 

The project may improve easy access to police and excise to do 

law enforcement. More over the eight families who are living in 

the thruthu is not having any road access. The project may give 

them better access to the main land. The Ayanikkad Thuruthu is 

having high potential in terms of tourism, agriculture and 

industrial development. The project may help people to explore 



the possibilities. But in the same time in long run the project 

may affect the bio diversity of the area.  

 

1.8. Families which are indirectly impacted by the project. 

If the village road connecting the bridge to Mannamkavu 

establishes it will reduce the Naduvannur Kozhikodu distance 

more than 10 Kilometres. The social impact study finds that 

more than thirty title holders are having land in the area. All 

these title holders a chance to improve their holdings. 

Ayanikkadu thuruth is having a rich bio diversity and agriculture 

and tourism potential. The project may help the tittle holders to 

explore this opportunity.  

 

1.9. Present use of any public utilized land in the vicinity of 

the project area. 

The project is constructing across Raman Puzha 

 

1.10. Social Impact 

 

The direct social impact of the project is the loss of land to four 

title holders. The remaining land of one title holders is not 

sufficient to construct building by comply with road rules. Two 

bit lands would be formed and the direct access to this bit lands 

are not to be possible. One compound wall and three coconut 

trees are also affected. All these impact will not affect the socio 

economic status of the title holder. In the other side of the project 

may give economic benefit to the title holders especially those 

who have land in Ayanikkadu thuruth.

1.1.5. Assessment of Social Impacts at different Phases of 

Project 

 

Since no title holder will be displaced and no residential and 

commercial structure affected the impact of the project scaled as 

very minimum. But the formation of two bit lands, reducing the 

land area of title holder less than do construction by comply with 

PWD road rules, and displacement of a land compound wall are 

the direct impact. None of this impact directly or indirectly affect 

the socio economic status of the title holders. The public 

importance of the project is the all seasonal road access of eight 

families who are living in Ayanikkadu thuruth and the overall 

development of the thuruth. In both the cases establishment of 

the panchayath road in continuation of the bridge in Ayanikkad 

area is necessary. Local body leaders claimed that the work for 

the panchayath road is in progress. 8% of the construction of the 

bridge is completed. Therefore, the discussion on the alternative 

is not having any relevance.  

People in the area told that the project may reduce the anti-social 

activities in the Ayanikkadthruth, where the access of police and 

excise is very difficult. They hop that the project may improve the 

law enforcement in area.  

The project is treated as framed for public purpose under the 

Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land 

Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 (30 of 

2013) Section 2 (i)(b)(iii). It is in this base, Government of Kerala 

notified to initiate acquisition procedure. 

Considering the public advantage and interest and treating as an 

inevitable need, in compared to the social impact the project has 

to be implemented.
